1. Upon unpacking the machine from its box, examine it carefully to see that it has not been damaged
in any way during transit. Spin the cutting cylinder round and see that it is free  You should just hear
it touch tho bottom blade. E61F

2. TO ASSEMBLE MACHINE.

Take the two shaft brackets (24) and pass them through the security loops on the side plates
of the machine, place the handle shaft (32) in position between them and pass the two bolts (25) right
through both brackets and shaft and tighten up. Take handle (33), two clips (21 & 22) and bolt
(23). and placing all in position at top of handle, tighten up to hold all rigid.

3. OILING.

(@) To oil the drniving-wheel beanngs there are two holes (one in each wheel). (b) To oiul free wheel
and small drive pinion, place machine on side and bring oil hole opposite arrow on side plate. (¢) If the cutting
edges of the blades are smeared with a well soaked oily rag during use, the labour of mowing is considerably
reduced. (d) Although the bearings are of self-lubricating type it may be necessary, after a lengthy period,
to oil same. An oil hole is provided in each bearing housing on side plates.

N.B.—These are the only places where it is necessary to lubricate.

4. The machine is now ready for use, but must be adjusted for height of user and height of cut.

(a) Height of User.—This is done by slackening bolts holding shafts and brackets and moving handle
up or down in relation to the machine, the brackets being slotted to allow for six inches of vertical movement
of the handle. When the required position is obtained, tighten up bolts.

(6) Height of Cut.—Place the machine on a flat surface (such as kitchen table) not on the grass itself,
loosen the bolts on the brackets supporting the wooden roiler and raise or lower roller until cutting edge of
bottom blade 1s }in. higher than is desired to cut the grass. as the driving wheels sink into the turf slightly.
If the grass is long, it is more satisfactory to set for high cut and not strain the machine.

5. To adjust for keen cutting.—Every Mower is adjusted before leaving the factory to cut paper
1/250in. thick, and no adjustment should be necessary for some time. If the grass seems bruised and not
clipped, reset the bottom blade carefullv. The revolving cylinder is fixed and the bottom blade is adjustable.
To bring the bottom blade up closer to the cylinder: (a) Release (13) one quarter of a turn on both
sides. (b) Slacken (9) " A very slightly. (c) Screw down (9) “B” hard. (@) Tighten up (13)
on both sides. When adjusted correctly the cylinder should spin freely and the machine cut thin brown
paper on any part of the blades. .

N.B.—DO NOT tighten Adjusting Screw (9) A" without loosening Adjusting Screw (9) “B’ or vice
versa, otherwise the Side Plate or Sole Plate is rendered liable to breakage.

A remarkably fine sharp cut can be regained on a Mower blunted -.through hard use at the end of the
season by lapping in the blades with 90 emery powder and oil. To do this, remove the outer wheels and
change the small right-hand pinion over to the left hand side, replacing the left-hand wheel. Make a paste
of 90 emery and oil, and smear the edges of the cutting blades with it. Insert the projection on the end of
the spanner in the oil hole of the outer wheel and revolve the wheel in the reverse direction, so that the blades
run backwards. Perfect contact with the bottom blade at all points can be obtained by this method. Carefully
remove all emery prior to re-use, and do not omit to change the pinion back to its correct side, or the machine
will not drive. )
